With a love for traditional and
contemporary folk alike, underpinned
by a passion for the works of Robert
Burns, Eilidh’s stunning voice
beautifully renders both classic folk

Fiona was classically trained on the violin, but switched to more traditional styles 
of playing. She is a prolific composer and tutor.
