Concerts usually last about 2 hours. Drinks are available during 
the interval. The venue has good disabled access.

Sign up at the coffee 
morning, first concert, or contact us at any other time. Season 
ticket holder benefits:

Programmes are packed with favourite 
operatic melodies, including pieces to 
delight both the musical connoisseur and
the less operatically minded. Homage is 
paid to giants of the genre such as Bizet,
Delibes, Donizetti, Mozart, Offenbach, 
Puccini, Saint-Saens, J Strauss and 
Verdi, sometimes with an nod to Lehar 
and Gilbert and Sullivan. Each item is 
introduced with full musical and 
character explanation. A surprise or two

Tim Kliphuis Trio

Award-winning Dutch violinist Tim Kliphuis has created a brand new style that 
embraces classical, gypsy jazz and folk. Hailed as a ‘current-day improvising 
Paganini’, his inclusive and innovative approach to music has united audiences 
and is influencing a new generation of string players.
An invitation to the Richard Strauss Festival in
Germany started the Tim Kliphuis Trio (Nigel
Clark, guitar and Roy Percy, double bass) whose
mission is a ‘total music’ without stylistic barriers.
They performed at the Amsterdam Canal Concert,
curated the world fiddle night at Celtic Connections
Glasgow, celebrated Stéphane Grappelli at the
Django Reinhardt Festival in Samois-sur-Seine.
